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MATERIALS:2-1\2 skeins Boa yarn in Cardinal, H hook or hook to obtain gauge, small hook and eye, needle and
sewing thread.

GAUGE: 4 hdc sts=1", 3 rows hdc=1"
FINISHED SIZE: Will fit 18” American Girl doll or look alike doll.

COAT:

ROW 1: With Cardinal yarn and H hook ch-56, hdc 3™ ch from hook, hdc ea ch across, ch-1, turn. (54 sts)

ROW 2-16: Hdc ea st across, ch-1, turn.

ROW 17: Hdc next 10 sts, leave remaining sts unworked, ch-1, turn. (10 sts)

ROW 18: Hdc next 8 sts, hdc dec next 2 sts, ch-1, turn. (9 sts)

ROW 19: Hdc dec next 2 sts, hdc ea st across, ch-1, turn. (8 sts)

ROW 20: Hdc next 6 sts, hdc dec next 2 sts, ch-1, turn. (7 sts)

ROW 21: Rep row 19. (6 sts)

ROW 22: Hdc next 4 sts, hdc dec next 2, ch-1, turn. (5 sts)

ROW 23: Rep row 19, fasten off. (4 sts)

ROW 24: With Cardinal and H hook join last st end row 16, ch-1, hdc same st as beg ch-1, hdc next 9 sts, leave
remaining sts unworked, ch-1, turn. (10 sts)

ROW 25-30: Rep row 18-23 in order. End row 30 fasten off.

ROW 31: With Cardinal and H hook sk 6 sts from end row 17, join next st, ch-1, hdc same st as beg ch-1, hdc next
21 sts, leave remaining sts unworked, ch-1, turn. (22 sts)

ROW 32-36: Hdc ea st across, ch-1, turn.

ROW 37: Hdc next 3 sts, leave remaining sts unworked, ch-1, turn. (3 sts)

ROW 38-39: Hdc ea st across, ch-1, turn. End row 39 fasten off.

ROW 40: With Cardinal and H hook join in last st row 36, ch-1, hdc same st as beg ch-1, hdc next 2 sts, leave
remaining sts unworked, ch-1, turn. (3 sts)

ROW 41-42: Hdc ea st across, ch-1, turn. End row 42 fasten off.

With needle and thread sew tog at shoulders.

COAT COLLAR:

ROW 1: With Cardinal and H hook ch-3, hdc 3" ch from hook, ch-1, turn. (1 st)
ROW 2: Hdc ea st across, ch-1, turn.

ROW 3: 2 hdc only st, ch-1, turn. (2 sts)

ROW 4: Rep row 2.

ROW 5: 2 hdc next st, hde next st, ch-1, turn. (3 sts)

ROW 6: Hdc to last st, 2 hdc last st, ch-1, turn. (4 sts)

ROW 7: 2 hdc next st, hdc ea st across, ch-1, turn. (5 sts)

ROW 8: Rep row 6. (6 sts)

ROW 9: Rep row 7. (7 sts)

ROW 10: Rep row 6. (8 sts)

ROW 11-30: Rep row 2.

ROW 31: Hdc dec next 2 sts, hdc ea st across, ch-1, turn. (7 sts)

ROW 32: Hdc ea st across to last 2 sts, hdc dec last 2 sts, ch-1, turn. (6 sts)
ROW 33: Rep row 31. (5 sts)

ROW 34: Rep row 32. (4 sts)

ROW 35: Rep row 31. (3 sts)

ROW 36: Hdc next st, hdc dec next 2, ch-1, turn. (2 sts)

ROW 37: Rep row 2.

ROW 38: Hdc dec next 2 sts, ch-1, turn. (1 st)

ROW 39-40: Rep row 2. End row 40 fasten off.

With needle and thread sew collar to coat matching row 1 and row 40 to end of front edges and easing in the back
as you sew.
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SLEEVE.:

RND 1: With Cardinal and H hook join in 3™ st of sk 5 sts in armhole, ch-1, sc same st as beg ch-1, sc next 2, hde
end next row, evenly work 30 dc in end of ea row to last row, hdc last row, sc last 2 sts, sl st top beg sc, ch-1, turn.
(37 sts)

RND 2: Sc next 2 sts, hdc next, (dc dec next 2 sts, dc next st) 10 times, hdc next, sc last 3 sts, sl st top beg sc, ch-1,
turn. (27 sts)

RND 3: Sc next 3 sts, hdc next, (dc dec next 2 sts, dc next 2 sts) 5 times, hdc next, sc last 2 sts, sl st top beg sc, ch-1,
turn. (23 sts)

RND 4: Sc next 2 sts, hdc next, (dc dec next 2, dc next 2) 4 times, hdc next, sc last 3 sts, sl st top beg sc, ch-1, turn.
(19 sts)

RND 5-9: Hdc ea st around, sl st top beg hdc, ch-1, turn. End rnd 9 fasten off.

-Rep for other sleeve. Sleeves are large to fit over other clothes.

Sew hook and eye along center front of coat with collar edges meet.
